THIS NEW-FOR-2011 360 CHAIR is a complete
redesign of the 360 Chair that debuted in
2010. And while we had virtually no experi-
ence with the previous model this “new and
improved” model is impressive indeed.

Designed for anyone who uses ground
blinds or simply enjoys hunting from the
ground, this collapsible, swiveling, super-
adjustable chair breaks some new ground
in several areas: overall comfort, adjustabil-
ity (each of the three legs adjusts from 16 to
22 inches), true heavy-duty durability, and
silence.

To assemble you simply fold out the
tubular aluminum frame with its large and
rugged-looking cast aluminum hubs (with
bronze bushings), then attach the flex-
ible back rest and seat, and custom-adjust
the three legs to fit the terrain. Once you
get the hang of things it takes about two
to three minutes to fully assemble and
custom-adjust.

The wide padded backrest features a
separate adjustable lower lumbar rest and
a new dual-loop attachment system that
positively anchors it to the frame. This new-
ly added convenience allows you to grab
the chair backrest to adjust its position, and

also improves silence. Throughout the test,
it was difficult to get this chair to make a
game-spooking peep.

The wide, triangular Bottom Seat pad
has also been improved with new, more-
comfortable and durable closed-cell foam
design, and a new QuickSnap attachment
system that simply snaps into the fold-out
frame.

Theoverallbeefy construction—complete
with huge leg-adjustment thumb screws
made of resin that are easily tightened or
loosened with bulky gloves—seems almost
bulletproof. So do the large circular flat
“feet” that prevent digging into moist soil.
Overall this compact chair is rated to handle
hunters up to an impressive 300 pounds.
The tradeoff? Ironically, some weight. Specs
of the 2010 model chair listed a weight of
9.5 pounds; my scale found the 2011 model
weighs right at 12 pounds. That’s certainly
not ultralight, nor is the price. But once you
sit in this portable chair and experience its
swiveling hunter-friendly silence and near-
Lazyboy comfort, you may never be the
same again. www.huntmore.biz
